WILDLIFE DISEASES & DIAGNOSTICS

Understand major diseases affecting African wildlife, learn about testing methods,
epidemiology, and disease control strategies. Explore the complex
wildlife-livestock-human health interface.

CURRENCY

ZAR (South African Rand). If you need to change your
currency into Rands, please do it at Johannesburg
airport (OR Tambo) as this is the only place you will be
able to do it.

If you plan to use your bank card whilst in South Africa,
please remember to let your bank know that you will be
using your card outside of your country.

WASHING MACHINE
A washing machine is available at most places during your trip. This will be at your own
cost (approximately R100 per wash).

WIFI

Wifi availability will be limited due to us being in remote locations. It is recommended
that you purchase your own local sim card at Johannesburg International Airport if you
require constant internet access.

WEATHER

It can get cold here in Winter, so you need to bring some warm clothes with you. In the
mornings and at night it can be very cold (below 5 degrees Celsius) but mostly during
the day the temperature is mild to warm (18-26 degrees Celsius).
